This year "Make a Difference Day" was held on Saturday, October 27.  Altrusa International of Charlottesville put to-
gether two large boxes of books and school supplies that were delivered to Kay Crocker, a second grade teacher at 
Greer Elementary.  Mrs. Crocker had been contacted early in the fall by Marit Gay because the club wanted to have a 
project directed  to a needy class in one of Albemarle County's elementary schools.  Last year our project focused on a 
Charlottesville city school, so we wanted to work with the county in 2007.   

For weeks the club had been collecting new and slightly used books for the second graders, as well as $50 worth of 
purchased books from a local bookshop.  At our Area V workshop on October 20 we requested the visiting clubs to 
bring books to put towards our literacy project too.  We had also made a large number of stamped paper and ribbon 
bookmarks at the Membership Drive on October 15.  Lastly, Anna and Gene McKinnon had put together a large box of 
school supplies to be distributed to the children.   

On "Make A Difference Day" the two overflowing boxes were delivered to Mrs. Crocker.  Her class is comprised of a 
large number of underprivileged and ESL (English as a Second Language) children.  The books ranged from reading 
levels at the pre-school level up to the 4th grade reading level.  Each child was able to choose one or two books, a num-
ber of booksmarks, and school supplies to take home or to use at school.  They were thrilled!  We received a wonderful 
envelope of thank you notes and letters.  Each and every member participated in some way, so it was a real group ef-
fort.
